
The 2009 rendition of the World 
Police &Fire Games, held in Vancouver, 
British Columbia, provided a record 
number of participating police officers, 
firefighters, and customs and corrections 
officers from around the world the 
opportunity to showcase their athletic 
excellence in more than 65 sporting 
events, including bodybuilding. 

Rising to the top in this year's 
WPFG open iron event was Laszlo 
Berkes of Hungary. who had returned 
to defend the weight-category title 
he had previously won three times ­
most recently in 2007. The Budapest 
Airport police officer easily swept the 
contest's light-heavyweight field - the 
largest lineup in the competition - then 
followed up by winning his second WPFG 
overall title, defeating Canadian-born 
heavyweight winner Craig Bilodeau, 
middleweight winner Zbigniew 
Wawrzynczak of Poland and lightweight 
winner Doug Weis. also of Canada. 

Berkes' previous placing of note 
in North America outside of these 
games was in the heavyweight 
division at the 2008 Arnold Amateur, 
where he took sixth. FLEX
